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WOMEN AS ENTREPRENEURS

ABSTRACT : An urge to exercise power over things
and objects persists among all human beings. This
urge is an intrinsic quality of women entrepreneur.
Entrepreneurship is foreconomic sustainability, social
dignity, and acquiring capability to face the challenges
of the life. It is an urge to lead the comfortable and
meaningful life.

Women entry into business in India is a recent
phenomenon. Women entrepreneurship has come a
long way from the three P's - pickles, powder (masala),
and papad, to the three E's - engineering, electronics,
and energy.

However the presence of women as entrepreneurs
are very less. Even though women are considered as
the backbone of the progress of a nation, there are
many socio-economic reasons which are hampering
women in taking up entrepreneurship. But in spite of
allthese odds, the large number of women are showing
their presence in the industries as promising
entrepreneurs. Their zeal, commitment, perseverance
are new hopes for young entrepreneurs. Women's
inherent qualities like patience, sincerity, honesty,
integrity, perseverance, kindness and above all the
beliefin 'that' supreme power make her to sail towards
the safer coast and greener pastures.

Entrepreneurs are individuals who recognize opportunities
where others see chaos or confusion. They are critical
contributors to economic growth through their leadership,
management, innovation, creativity, research and development,
job creation, productivity and formation of new industry.

When someone introduces me as "Woman Entrepreneur”,
| feel funny! Why this prefix 'Woman'? Some times | even
admonish "I am an entrepreneur. No need to say woman
entrepreneur because they can see | am a woman".

Are women entrepreneurs a separate category? Do they
need a separate treatment? Are they very different from their
male counterparts? Irrespective of sex, an individual with the
entrepreneurship qualities, as | said in the beginning, becomes
an entrepreneur. Sex is no bar for entrepreneurship.

The government of India defines a woman entrepreneur
as "one who owns and controls an enterprise having share
capital not less than 51% as partners / shareholders/
directors of private limited company/members of co-
operative society."

In India, the entry of woman in the field of industry and
business as owneris arecent development. Women are willing
to become entrepreneurs due to two main factors namely "Pull
factors" and "Push factors". Under pull factors, women choose
a profession as a challenge and adventure with an urge to do
something new and to have anindependent occupation. Under

push factors, the women are compelled to take up their own
business to get over financial difficulties and responsibilities.

The existingwomen entrepreneursin India can be classified
into three main categories -

1. Forced entrepreneurs, who are compelled by
circumstances or family business responsibilities to take
up a career in business and industry.

2. Chance entrepreneurs, who have entered into business
by luck or accident without any preparation.

3. Created entrepreneurs, who are specifically identified,
motivated, trained, equipped and developed as
entrepreneurs.

In many cases, the enterprises which are in women's
name, are actually run by men who control the operations and
decision making. When man and woman run an enterprise,
particularly if they are couple, people generally recognize the
enterprise with man rather than woman irrespective of her total
involvement. Poor woman! She has to prove her credibility and
capability. In times of decision making, crisis and problem
solving, she must be very very diplomatic and handle the
situation with extra care because she has to face the big ego
of her husband. Really, itis just like walking along razor's edge.
Once women become successful and experienced, the sex
biases disappear!

Problems of Women Entrepreneurs :

Women entrepreneurs encounter two sets of problems viz
general problems of entrepreneurs and problems specific to
women. Financial problems, labour problems, scarcity of raw
materials, stiff competition, risk bearing ability, legal and
procedural formalities, complicated bank procedures, labour
laws, taxation, chasing bills etc. are general problems of all
entrepreneurs.

The specific problems are :

1. Family ties :- Basic problem or difficulty of a woman
entrepreneur is that she is a woman! Society believes that
woman's world is required to be focused around her family
and household. In case of married woman, she has to
strike a fine balance between her business and family.
She is considered to be subordinate to her husband. She
has to play duel roles. This 'super woman' role squeezes
her.

2. Problems of finance :-Finance is regarded as 'life-blood'
for any enterprise. But in our male dominated world,
usually financial power is male centered. Women,
generally, do not have properties on their names as a
result of which they find difficult to obtain the loans. Banks,
even those with women's cells, consider women less

credit-worthy and discourage women borrowers. Many a
time, financial institutions compel husbands to become
partners!

3. Limited Mobility :- Women find it difficult to travel alone
from place to place for business. A single woman asking
for a room is still looked upon with suspicion.

4. Lack of Education and Confidence :- In our society,
more importance is given to educating the male child as
compared to female child. This results in lack of schooling
& vocational training of women. Lack of education causes
low achievement, inferiority, unaware of technology and
marketing knowledge.

Some common features of Indian women entrepreneurs
are as follows :

e Women with small families are more likely to become
entrepreneurs.

e A majority of women entrepreneurs are married.
e Many entrepreneurs belong to low-income group.

e Most entrepreneurs are either housewives or fresh
graduates with no previous experiences of running a
business.

e Woman's hard work is generally responsible for the launch
and sustainability of the industry.

e Many women become entrepreneurs out of economic
necessity.

e Women prefer stabilization of income and minimization of
risk over maximization of income.

e Repaymentofloanis promptand regularcompared to men.

Amidst of all the obstacles, constraints, taboos, with
education and training, the women have gained confidence to
do all kinds of work and do it efficiently, rather better than men.
The enterprises set-up by women cover a wide range of
activities like leather, textile, electronics, computer applications,
plastics, civil, mechanical engineering, hotels, chemicals,
stationary & press, tours & travels and so on.

The success of woman as an entrepreneur is due to her
unique qualities. Researches revealed the following qualities
for her success.

1.  Communication skills :- Many women tend to be better
than their male counterparts at articulating their ideas and
expressing themselves.

2. People skills :- Many women tend to be very effective at
reading emotions in the faces of others and deciphering
postures, gestures and voice inflections. As a result, they
are able to interact well with others.

3.  Web thinking :- Women have ability to gather data from
the environment and construct intricate relationship
between the pieces of information. In contrast, many men
tend to compartmentalize information & focus only on
what they feel is important. Women have ability for long
term planning and possess a higher-than-average

tolerance for ambiguity.

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4. Consensus building :- Women tend to be good
negotiators. They view situations in "win-win" terms and
seek to create harmonious relationships with the
customers.

5. Friendship :- She has the ability to build and nurture good
relationships. She maintains long term client relationship
and friendship in business.

By nature, woman protects her belongings, may itbe child,
husband or family; similarly her enterprise. Due to her very
nature, in crisis, she fights continuously with strength and
courage until she succeeds.

For strengthening the women entrepreneurship in India,
the following areas need to be concentrated upon:

e Socio cultural change.

e Development of support system to reduce women's family
responsibilities.

e Mahila banks & Mahila Co-operative Credit Societies should
widen their activities in development of women enterprises.

¢ Intensive entrepreneurship development training programs.
e Special efforts for women in rural areas.

The new industrial policy of the government of India has
laid special emphasis on the training programs for women to
enable them to start their own ventures. Financial institutions
& banks have also set up special cells to assist women
entrepreneurs.

Banks & financial institutions offer various schemes to
finance women entrepreneurs such as -

e Sthree shakthi package - to put up small scale industry by
SBI.

e Mabhila Udyam Nidhi Scheme - for tiny & small scale
industries.

¢ Annapoorna scheme - for catering units.
e Priyadarshini - up to Rs.25,000/-

e Can Mahila - up to Rs.50,000/- etc

The nationalized banks & State Financial Corporations
advance loans to women entrepreneurs on preferential basis.
State Industrial Development Corporation, District Industries
Centre, State Khadhi & Village Industries Board provide loans,
subsidies and grants to small scale industries & women
entrepreneurs. In addition, a few associations of women
entrepreneurs like AWAKE (Association of Women
Entrepreneurs of Karnataka), SEWA (Self-Employed women's
Association), FIWE (Federation of Indian Women
Entrepreneurs) etc. are doing considerable work for the benefit
of women entrepreneurs.

In my opinion, we should not rely upon subsidies or special
packages. There is no pointin asking for reservation or special
treatment as women. We, women are very strong, infact
stronger than men. Nature has graced us with abundant of
love, kindness, forbearance, patience, confidence, courage,
problem solving skill and above all, a very kind heart.

I was brought up in such an environment that my parents
never differentiated between me and my brother. Cycling ,
swimming, sports, fine arts, education.... whatever may be,
they encouraged both of us equally. | am talking of the days
about 20 to 30 years back. Because of my exceptionally good
parents, the patience, confidence, courage, positive attitude
and strength, become my natural character.

To conclude, we can say, women entrepreneurship has
come a long way from the three P's - pickles, powder (masala)
and papad to the three E's - engineering, electronics and
energy.
